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2. Mass media are one of the most characteristic features of modern civilization. People
are united into one global community with the help of mass media. People can learn
about what is happening in the world very fast using mass media. The mass media
include newspapers, magazines, radio and television. The earliest kind of mass media
was newspaper. The first newspaper was Roman handwritten newssheet called "Acta
Diurna™ started in 59 B.C. Magazines appeared in 1700's. They developed from
newspapers and booksellers' catalogs. Radio and TV appeared only in this century.
